Abimelech, king of 

the Philistines, attempts to make Sarah part of his 

harem, but through divine intervention she is re-

leased unharmed. Isaac is born and Ishmael is ex-

pelled from Abraham's household. Abraham 

makes a peace treaty with Abimelech. The story 

of the "Binding of Isaac" is recounted – Isaac's
